WHEREAS, we recognize the importance of acknowledging the diversity within the 
Hispanic and Latino community, spanning a multitude of countries, languages, 
cultures, and traditions, all of which contribute to the vibrant mosaic of American Life;

WHEREAS, we reaffirm our commitment in Salt Lake City to fostering inclusivity, 
promoting equality, and ensuring that the contributions of Hispanic and Latino 
Americans are valued, celebrated, and fully integrated into the tapestry of our shared
